Adding Element

There are several ways to add an element to the Scene.

The easiest way is to drag the required element from the Palette to the Scene. Or you can just click on the element on the Palette and then click
somewhere on the Scene.

Also you can select an element in the Add item submenu of the Actions main menu or of the Scene context menu, for example:

Run mode »

Select all elements Ctrl+ A

Add element ’ “ Data Readers 4 | . Read alignment
Data Writers . . Read from remote database
Basic Analysis » . Read plain text
Hllupzze 70 g . Read sequence
Data Converters »

Multiple Sequence Alignment »
Transcription Factor L
Utils 3
Custom Elements with Script »
Custom Elements with CMD Tools »

When the required element is selected click somewhere on the Scene to insert it.
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
